
CAPE LIBERTY CRUISE PORT,  NJ
OVERVIEW

• Located in the Northeastern part of New Jersey adjacent to the New York Bay

(South of the Hudson River).

� 7 Miles from Manhattan

� 3 Miles from Newark

• Easily accessible and very convenient for guests from the local drive-up market 

along with guests arriving by air.

� Easily accessible from New Jersey Turnpike (I-95)

� Large on-site parking facility located adjacent to the Cruise Terminal

� Located only 15 minutes from Newark International Airport

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DRIVING DIRECTIONS
From N.J. Turnpike (North or South)

Exit N.J.Turnpike at Exit 14A

Follow signs at exit for 440 South

Continue driving on 440 South

Make left into Cape Liberty Terminal (Port Terminal Boulevard)

Long Island

Take the Belt Parkway west toward the Verrazano Bridge

Cross the Verrazano Bridge and continue on I-278 west toward Staten Island/New Jersey

Merge onto NY-440 North Exit #9 toward Bayonne Bridge

Cross Bayonne Bridge and continue on 440 North

Make right into Cape Liberty Terminal (Port Terminal Boulevard)

PARKING
The guests parking facility will be located adjacent to the cruise terminal and the cost for parking will be $12 per day.  The

parking facility will only accept cash on arrival and will not accept credit cards or checks.  The on-site parking facility is secured

and will be large enough to accommodate all guests who choose to park their cars at the pier.

AIRPORTS
Newark International Airport

Transfers will be available from EWR to Cape Liberty and vice versa.  Prices to be determined.  Cape Liberty is approximately

10 miles from the airport and is 15 minutes driving time. 

John F. Kennedy Airport

Transfers may be available from JFK to Cape Liberty (still to be determined). Cape Liberty is approximately 30 miles from the

airport.

LaGuardia International Airport

Transfers will not be available from LGA to Cape Liberty. All cruise only guests flying into LGA will be responsible for their

own transportation from LGA to Cape Liberty. Air Sea guests will be accommodated through Newark International Airport.

Cape Liberty is approximately 21 miles from the airport.

LGA to Cape Liberty: Approx. $70 plus tolls
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BUS PROGRAM

• There are currently 5 bus routes available for Cape Liberty Cruise Port serving the Mid-Atlantic and Northeast regions

• New bus routes for Long Island and Pittsburgh are currently being evaluated for the 5-Night Voyager of the Seas Canada sailings

• Free bus routes for Empress of the Seas from MA, CT and RI will remain
